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1 Notes for Applicants 

1. Prior to submitting a Registration Application Form (‘the application”), applicants should have read all relevant documentations including the Guidelines for Telecommunications Infrastructure Deployment (“Guidelines”) issued by the Telecommunications Regulatory Authority of the Kingdom of Bahrain (“TRA”)
.
2. Only public telecommunications network operators and other entities authorized by TRA to roll out telecommunications infrastructure and facilities in public and private properties are eligible to register within the Telecommunications Technical Office (“TTO”).
3. To benefit from TTO services (such as interfacing with the Central Planning Unit) all public telecommunications network operators and other entities authorised by TRA, that wish to deploy, operate, maintain and protect its telecommunications infrastructure and facilities in public and private properties must register with the TTO. Every eligible operator and authorized entity will, however, have the right to cancel its registration at any point of time after the initial registration.
4. Information requested by this application shall be provided by the applicant using a word processor and not in hand writing. TTO currently uses Microsoft Word.
5. Applications not adequately completed (including the requirement to provide the relevant annexes as indicated) will be considered invalid and will be returned to the applicant.
6. TRA may request further information or clarification from the applicant.
7. TRA will endeavor to process this application and complete registration as quickly as possible.
8. A registration cannot be considered granted until TRA officially acknowledge its approval of registration to the applicant.
9. Registration will be deemed to have failed if payment of registration has not been included with the application. If payment is made by cheque, registration will only be considered completed once the cheque has been cleared.
10. This application must be signed by a person authorized to legally bind the applicant under the laws of the Kingdom of Bahrain. By submitting this application the applicant confirms that it has read, understood and agrees to be bound by the Guidelines and agrees to comply fully with all terms and conditions stipulated by the Guidelines and any subsequent revisions and amendments.
